S. RO. 93.—In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to article 309 of the Constitution and in supersession
of the Defence Research and Development Organisation, (Civilian Drivers) Recruitment Rules, 1998 except as respects
things done or omitted to be done before such supersession, the President hereby makes the following rules regulating the

method of recruitment to Civilian Driver posts in the Defence Research and Development Organisation, Ministry of
Defence, namely :— -

1. Short title and commencement.— (1) These rules may be called the Defence Research and Development
Organisation, Ministry of Defence (Civilian Drivers) Recruitment Rules, 2003.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.

2. Number of posts, classification and scale of pay.—The number of the said posts, their Classification and the
scale of pay attached thereto shall be as specified in colunams 2 to 4 of the Schedule annexed to these rules.

3 Method of recruitment, age limit and other qualifications etc.— (i) The method of recruitment, age limit,
qualifications and other matters relating to the said posts shall be as specified in columns 5 to 14 of the Schedule aforesaid.

(ii) For the purpose of promotion, the Laboratories and Establishments of Defénce Research and Development
Organisation have been grouped into various Departmental Promotion Committee II groups, as per the orders issued by the
Government from time to time. Each such Group shall be considered a separate and independent unit and promotion of
eligible employees to the next higher post included in these rules, except to the post of Civilian Driver “A’ shall be made
within the Group only. :

4. Disqualification.— No person,—

6. Saving.—Nothing in these rules shall affect reservations, relaxation of age limit and other concessions required
to be provided for the Scheduled Castes, the Scheduled Tribes, Ex-servicemen and other special categories of persons in
